It is great to see that students know that teachers have high expectations of them and believe that they can all 

succeed in their learning. Students are recognising that they try hard in their learning and they know that teachers 

are there if something is worrying them. Differentiated learning challenge, stimulated learning and classroom 

behaviour are all above the network and state percentages. The students have rated their óLearner characteristics 

and dispositionsô just above the network but slightly below the state. This is something the school will continue to 

focus on so that more children persevere, regulate, and have a positive mindset towards their learning. Another area 

that is lower than both network and state percentages is óEffective teaching timeô. From these results, we 

have introduced a weekly values focus which is linked to our School Values and Behaviour Matrix. We have 

been focusing on óI am organisedô over the last couple of weeks. Students have been working on organising 

themselves, knowing where their belongings are, keeping their books and lockers tidy and also getting 

ready to learn quickly. Teachers have already noticed a difference in óeffective class timeô and organisation 

by focusing on this specific behaviour.  

This week we are focusing on óI am an active listenerô (be kind). I have included an article from the Raising Children 

website to help implement óactive listeningô at home.
